(Crying in background.) 

Operator: 9-1-1 What’s the address of your emergency? 

Caller:  977 West 600 South. 

Operator:  OK – confirm: 977 West 6-0-0 South? 

Caller:  600 South. 

Operator: Ok, 6-0-0 South? 

Caller:  Yes. 

Operator: Ok, what’s going on there? Do you need the police or the ambulance? 

Caller:  Yes, I need the police. 

Operator: Ok, what’s going on there? 

Caller:  My  . . . (unintelligible) . . . hit me in front of my kids . . . 

Operator: OK, what happened in front of your kids? 

Caller:  It’s a domestic violence issue. 

Operator: Ok, domestic. Ok, does anybody have any weapons? 

Caller:  No, he’s a psycho. 

Operator: Ok, has anybody been drinking? 

Caller:  Yes, and he just left. Yes. 

Operator: Ok, has he left? 

Caller:  Yes, he just left. 

Operator: Ok, which way did he go? 

Caller:  He went  . . . (unintelligible)  . . . he went west. 

Operator: Westbound? 

Caller:  Yes. 



Operator: Did he leave . . . 

Caller:  He’s in a ’98 um . . . ’98 Blazer. Or an ’89 Blazer. 

Operator: Ok, are you injured? Do you need an ambulance? 

Caller: No, I don’t need an ambulance at all  . . . (unintelligible) . . . I just . . . he just threw my 
laptop at my face and scratched the crap out of my hand.

Caller: No.
